II. Discussion Points

A. ESC Website – no NC ESC on the map.

C. Outreach 

Action Item: Go over list of attendees to SEO’s ESCO meeting to see the mix and then target those sectors who have traditionally been left out on such events. Help design a workshop to target this audience.

Discussion: Most of the facilities managers or technical personnel contacted are already familiar with performance contracts. Outreach must be directed to a new audience: those who deal with the finances because there is disconnection between the technical and the financial people which can make potentially be a deal breaker.

D. Workshop 

Action Item: Design and administer workshop for the dollar dealers.

Discussion: The discussion on the thrust of the workshop revolved around the needs of ESC outreach efforts to personnel who are not acquainted with performance contracts. The initial suggestion was to scope trade fairs and such venues where finance managers and purchasing officers were likely to attend, then negotiate a session to be sponsored by ESC.  Later, it was agreed to just have a meeting with details to be discussed further.

E. Documents Committee

Action Item:  Create an agenda to present to legislature for 2005 session.

Discussion: Before the groups decided to come up with a wish list for the 2005 legislative session, the primary discussion was about raising the cap for performance contracts in the state. There were suggestions of hiring a lobbyist if it were possible. It was also mentioned that the President Pro-Tempore might be able to address some concerns of the group, and was suggested that the organization come up with a position paper that will be presented to him at a future date. 

While discussing the Mr. Throop’s survey efforts of state facilities in the 4 counties represented by Bill Owens, it was mentioned that should the organization push for a legislative agenda, Rep. Owens might be the person to sponsor the bill.

F. Other Items 

Survey Effort: Vince Throop gave the group an update on a survey of state facilities in four counties in eastern North Carolina to determine the following factors: a) no cost low cost major; b) capital majors; c) sensibility of performance contracting in those counties; d) switching to natural gas. 

NAESCO Letter: “What happened?” This question was raised by the group wondering about the status of the letter submitted to the __(legislature? SEO? Dept of Administration? - Lyra). It appears that the status quo will hold until further notice.
